KLent

On February 22nd we begin the liturgical season of Lent by observing Ash Wednesday
with worship and the imposition of ashes in the form of a cross on our foreheads (like in
baptism - marked with the cross of Christ). Lent has traditionally been observed by
Christians as a time of spiritual discipline. For many it became a time of fasting. As is
often the case, we look for loop-holes - fasting evolved into fasting from meat - that
evolved into fasting from meat on Fridays - eventually fish was permitted, just not meat
from land animals - many Protestants who think fish on Fridays sounds too Catholic
prefer to give up chocolate for Lent - others give up coffee - some just give up chocolate
lattes (I think they’re called mochas - I don’t drink coffee). As for me? I’'m giving up
mochas on Fridays for Lent!

Lutherans have probably been leery about making too much fuss about spiritual
disciplines during Lent. I surmise there are at least two reasons: first, why only be
disciplined for 40 days? Is the idea that it takes that long to make something a habit? Is it
like a New Year’s resolution? This will give me the inspiration and purpose to finally
become more healthy? Then why would people have to adapt this same discipline year
after year?

Second, Lutherans are inherently suspicious of practices that can lead to self-
righteousness and becoming turned-inward (incurvatus in se, as the church fathers like to
say). What are we trying to do, become more healthy (then fine, go for it!), or more
acceptable to God, or more spiritual like God and less human (sinful & debase)? Your
salvation and sanctification rests solely in the work(s) of the one who was crucified for
you and in whom you have been washed, clothed, equipped, empowered, and raised to
new and everlasting life. He sends you/us out to serve and help others!

As “spiritual” disciplines I would encourage you to add something to your routine and
life rather than giving something up for Lent. First and foremost I would encourage you
to add a mid-week worship to your life - not for the purpose of becoming more
“spiritual” or looking inwardly, but to be more equipped & empowered to serve
throughout the week. Worship isn’t only to feed your own soul. Your presence in
worship strengthens the whole body of Christ as a community of faith bears one
another’s burdens. Second, I would encourage you to think of a way you could serve
others. This may be volunteering at a food or clothing bank, or helping an elderly
neighbor with chores, or serving in some different way at your church - but something
that sacrifices time, energy, and effort. Above all, I encourage you to pray. Choose
people in the congregation, leaders in our community or world, or situations you know
are beyond your control and lift them to the Lord in prayer on a daily basis during Lent.

The Lord bless you as you seek his will (not just during Lent).

Intern Inspirations

He asked them, "But who do you say that | am?" Mark 8:29a

Who do we say Jesus is? When people ask us what we believe, what is the story we
tell? Is there a Bible story that has made a difference in your life? Usually, even if we
find ourselves in church every Sunday and volunteering more time there besides,
these questions are difficult to answer. We live in a culture that is bombarded by

messages, by different narratives that seek to define who we are and whose we are.

The belief that the Word of God does something changes our orientation to it. The
first words we read God utter in the Old Testament, “Let there be light,” brought
light into being. With a word, the world and all that is in it came to exist. The Word
of God brought a child to Abraham and Sarah, wrestled with Jacob, protected Joseph
in Egypt, went ahead of Joshua in battle, and came to Samuel. It comes through the
prophets, attesting God’s omnipotence and our frailty. The Word of God became
flesh and dwelled among us. Christ came to a bunch of fishermen and said, “Follow
me.” Immediately, they left their nets and followed him. Christ rebuked the unclean
spirits, and they left. It raised Christ from the dead, bringing us with him into eternal

life.

It’s quite aWord. It is through reading the Word and taking hold of its promises, that
we grasp by faith what cannot be grasped by intellectual assent or reason. It is
through this faith that we realize this is the message that claims us. During this
season of Epiphany and entering into the season of Lent, this story continues coming
to us, shaping and defining who we are and continuing to teach us whose we are. In
the words of Martin Luther, “You should not believe your conscience and your
feelings more than the word which the Lord who receives sinners preaches to you.”
It is this Word, preached by Christ, which proclaims our salvation. Despite the
messages which bombard our society that tell us purchasing a particular product will
make us thinner, smarter, more cool, and more attractive, it is this message that

changes our lives.

Who do we say Christ is? Christ is the Word of God made flesh, God-with-us, and
our Redeemer. Christ is God’s Word that God refuses to create a story without us

in it. It is this Word of God that looks at humankind and says,“You are mine.”
