Also, the offering we 
will collect that night will be food items that will be donated to the Mead Food 
Bank - especially grain items (cereals, rice, pasta, etc.) - and as part of the 
worship you will be invited to come forward to offer your food 
item. Additionally, the women in our congregation who have been collecting 
their “Thankofferings” (a box of spare change they have collected over the 
year which goes to support women and children around the world) will bring 
those forward as well. 
 
One thing that will not have changed in our Thanksgiving tradition is that we 
will once again join together in a pie social following worship!  We invite you 
to bring a pie to share that evening. 
 
Please mark your calendars as this will be a great occasion to gather with 
sisters and brothers in faith to give thanks for the abundance of grace,     
mercies, blessings, and love which our Lord has showered upon us this last 
year - yes, I say that knowing full well the trials and tribulations we are facing 
and have faced as individuals, as a nation, and as a community of faith!

 We have the opportunity in the two and a half months remaining in 2011 to reach our income goals.  

 The 2012 budget will be generated with 2011 income figures in mind and will be presented to the 
congregation for consideration at the Winter Congregational Event in early February.
