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Baptism: A Daily Surprise 
 
As I was thinking about Reformation Sunday and the Affirmation of 

Baptism that will happen that day, I thought about how surprising    

Luther’s discussion of baptism is.  He claims the beautiful promise 

from Romans 6:4 “We have been buried with [Christ] by baptism into 

death, so that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of 

the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life,” assuring us new 

life in Christ.  For Luther, we are not to remember the new life we 

have received in our baptism only on our baptismal birthdays or on 

Sundays, but daily.  He says the significance of baptism is that “the old 

creature in us with all sins and evil desires is to be drowned and die 

through daily contrition and repentance, and on the other hand that 

daily a new person is to come forth and rise up to live before God in 

righteousness and purity forever.”  The surprise of Luther’s words is 

not that daily we find ourselves in need of forgiveness, but that daily 

we are forgiven and are made new.  Each time we remember our   

baptism, we remember God’s faithfulness to His promises.              

Remembering this takes more than a yearly or a weekly reminder:     

it takes daily reminders.  To remember that we are sinners is less    

surprising than to remember that daily a new creature springs forth.  

We spring forth new, not as something restored to its former position, 

but returning to something better than what we left behind.  As new 

creatures, we are brought to lives of joy and thanksgiving.  We do not 

celebrate that we are no longer sinners (unfortunately we still are!), 

but that we are forgiven sinners who, in the words of Pastor Jim: “are 

freeloading on the grace of God.”  We have this faith that has come as 

a gift, through the waters of baptism, and through the promises of 

God.  As we celebrate Reformation Sunday and the Affirmation of  

Baptism, let us be reminded that the celebration of baptism is not only 

a one-time, annual, or weekly celebration, it is all that and more: it is a 

daily celebration of the new life we have received in Christ.
