Our Intern, Mandy, Has Arrived! 
 

After meeting for two years it was finally revealed to our Vision Team what 

our vision (calling) was for the ministry at St. Luke: “To revitalize the  

Lutheran Church and celebrate our Lutheran faith in Christ in the  

community.” Shortly after we were lead to write that statement the Bishop 

approached me and asked if there was anything St. Luke could do to help a 

neighboring congregation that is struggling to keep its doors open. Thus this 

internship! In essence God was saying, “Are you going to put your money 

where your mouth is? Are you going to walk your talk?”  
 

Now, a year later, Mandy Brobst-Renaud and her husband Ben have arrived 

and Mandy has begun her year of internship serving both St. Peter and St. 

Luke! Many thanks to all who have given time, money, items, prayers, work 

and support to the parsonage, her office, and this partnership. Mandy will 

be introduced at St. Peter on September 4, and at St. Luke on Rally Day, 

September 11.  
 

At my supervisor training they impressed upon us the importance of this 

year of experience(s). Survey after survey has revealed that this one year of 

internship is often the most influential experience in a seminarians training 

to become a pastor. So we’re very excited to make this year for Mandy, as 

well as for our congregations, a great learning experience and success. 
 

There has been some question as to how much this will “take me away” 

from St. Luke. Will I be preaching at St. Peter now once a month? No. While 

most of Mandy’s time will be spent at St. Peter - preaching and leading  

worship there most Sundays - she will also be present at St. Luke about one 

Sunday per month and weekly on Wednesdays as part of our staff meetings 

in the morning and confirmation program in the evening. However, the  

Sunday that Mandy is at St. Luke will not mean that I am at St. Peter. I will 

be part of a rotation that will go there to preach. I will probably preach 

there quarterly (about four times per year). Nor will Mandy be preaching 

every time (once a month) she’s at St Luke. Sometimes she’ll just preside as 

she will no doubt need a break from preaching every week! 
 

So please take the opportunity to welcome Mandy and Ben to Spokane and 

St. Luke, and encourage, support, and pray for this new pastor-in-training as 

she/we respond to God’s calling.

Seven women from St. Luke were privileged to attend the Triennial Gathering for Women of the ELCA 

held in Spokane in July.  Worshipping and singing with over 2000 other women was inspiring.   

The theme was Renew, Respond, Rejoice and we did that! 
 

The weather cooperated for everyone to meet the Presiding ELCA Bishop, Mark Hansen in Riverfront 

Park in a picnic setting.  We heard many comments during the week about our beautiful city and 

weather in Spokane!  Our Bishop, Martin Wells, welcomed everyone, and his wife, Susan Briehl, led 

worship and a workshop.  
 

The Event was divided in two parts with business items being addressed by delegates the first part of 

the week and Exhibits and the Gathering on Thursday through Saturday.  We started each day with 

worship and heard uplifting music and thoughtful speakers, including author, Nora Gallagher.    

Presentations were given on women’s issues. Leymah Gbowee from Liberia stirred each woman to be 

bold and told of her stand against violence and war in East Africa.  Leaders presented our new Bible 

Study for the coming year.  We were able to view two movies focusing on women’s issues in Africa, 

òPray the Devil Back to Helló and òA Walk to Beautifuló.     
 

Part of the exhibit hall (Camp) included hands on quilting and packaging the many items that were 

brought by the women or sent by groups who could not attend.  Over 2000 prayer shawls and clothing 

kits were given to Lutheran Community Services to be used locally.  11,000 minutes in phone cards and 

gift cards totaling over $10,000, plus school supplies and health kits were given to the Transitions  

program in Spokane.  Sherry and Susan walked in the 5K event that netted over $18,000 for grants for 

women’s health programs. 
 

Thank you to the congregation for helping defray the cost of this event by purchasing our baked goods 

several times this spring.   Look for our pictures on the bulletin board in the fellowship hall and ask us 

to share our memories.  We’d love to talk about it.
