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I  write this in the midst of the news that Gonzaga’s men’s basketball team is  
going to the sweet sixteen (Go Zags)! In the midst of a culture that scurries to 
watch a sporting event, that idolizes athletes & actors, that fixates on the fluctua-
tions and instabilities of markets, and is indignant over the injustice of Ponzi 
schemes, do I really need to encourage Christians to turn out to experience the  
injustice of the crucifixion and celebrate and worship their risen Lord? No. And 
yet, I want to inform you of what will be going on this Holy Week, which will be 
unique and powerful. 
 
We are coming up on the four most important days of the year for Christians: Palm 
Sunday, Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and Easter Sunday; also known as Holy 
Week. If it were not for his death on the cross and resurrection from the tomb,   
Jesus would still be a great leader, a great teacher, a tremendous social activist, a 
peace activist, a civil rights advocate, a motivational speaker, and a prophetic 
voice (maybe even a celebrity in status) which are all important and have made a 
magnificent impact on people’s lives and our world, but his crucifixion and resur-
rection have given him a whole new status, and gives Holy Week new meaning. 
He is regarded by believers as Lord and Savior only because of what has taken 
place during Holy Week. For that, we honor, worship, and praise him. 
 
You will not want to miss Good Friday this year! Of course, you won’t want to 
miss any of Holy Week, but we have a unique and powerful Good Friday service 
planned. A member of our congregation has been doing mission work down in 
Guatemala, and he has brought back wood from Guatemala that he has designed 
and made into three crosses that will be permanently affixed to the east wall of the 
Multi-Purpose Room. The Good Friday worship service will be a dramatic reading 
of the passion story, with moving music, as the crosses are brought in and mounted 
to the wall. You won’t want to miss it! 
 
In the midst of a culture that finds Church, the Bible, and issues of faith to be more 
and more irrelevant, honoring our Lord on these days is perhaps one of the most 
important things we as Christians can do to witness our faith and commitment to 
our Lord, and to give Him thanks. †

Families can stay up 
to two years while learning the skills for independent successful living. 
 
EduCare offers low cost therapeutic childcare to the women who make TLC their home. It provides a      
stable, nurturing environment for the children. A well-trained staff also helps the mothers with their        
parenting skills. 
 
Miryam’s House is a residential program for women without children. Each woman has a room of her own 
and the support of a caring staff. Meals are shared. Living here for up to one year allows homeless women 
to get back on track in a supportive environment. 
 
The Women’s Hearth is a warm, welcoming day center in the city core. Here women can seek shelter from 
the streets, connect with services, take a shower, learn something new, express themselves through the arts

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The last couple of months have involved a lot of activities and even some 
travel. I’m currently in the midst of Spring semester at Luther Seminary. It 
doesn’t feel like Spring, as snow begins to fall from the clouds. My semester 
finds me in the midst of five classes: Old Testament Prophets, the letters of 
Paul, specifically Philippians and Galatians, a class on congregation vitali-
zation, Preaching, and Lutheran Confessions. These classes keep me busy 
and keep Melissa involved, as she helps me with memorization and sermon 
practice. 
 
It’s been awhile since we’ve written, so we’ll let you know what we’ve been 
doing. In January, I went to Atlanta, Georgia for two weeks. This trip was 
part of my coursework.

The LTCA 
works in cooperation with the eight ELCA seminaries and provides       
theological education and also urban ministry experiences in that setting. It 
was fascinating to see the historic sites of Martin Luther King, Jr., while 
also experiencing the current activities of Lutheran churches in the Atlanta 
metro area. Our group saw how churches are working together with other 
social service and non-profit agencies, in order to provide basic necessities, 
educational opportunities, wellness options, and many other needs in the 
name of Christ for the sake of the community. It was a wonderful experience 
and a place where I met other seminary students and dialogued about these 
important issues. 
 
February seemed to move quickly, as my semester began and we continued 
in our daily routine. March has found us continuing in our daily routines 
and also taking time to reflect on our lives during this Lenten season. 
Melissa and I have begun reading the book, “Life Together”, by Dietrich 
Bonheoffer, with two of our friends. This book discusses life in community 
and how to live and honor God in the midst of community, while living 
amongst daily commitments and challenges. It has given us an opportunity 
to join with friends and build an intentional time of prayer, reading from 
the Bible and singing. We find this meeting time refreshes us each week.
