I  would like to take this opportunity to give you an update on the programs that are  
taking place at St. Luke and why they are so important to the health of the church. 
 
In the beginning of September, I held our first GRACE Group host seminar, where those 
that were interested in hosting a small group (8-12 members) came to learn about what  
elements we expect from all GRACE Groups at St. Luke, i.e., devotion, fellowship,  
service, caring and multiplication!  After that training, your hosts went out to spread the 
“good news” about their group. After three weeks of sign ups, GRACE Groups officially 
started meeting in October. There are 8 healthy small groups at St. Luke at this time; three 
are full and would love to mentor another similar group. To get the groups started, Dr. Bob 
Moylan, a member of our church, wrote 6 wonderful devotionals for each group to use  
during their time together. There is a maximum membership of 12 people per group includ-
ing the host. This provides for an intimate setting where people can really get to know each 
other and open up about themselves in a non-threatening atmosphere. 
 
Each group is called to do 4 service projects a year whether it is for the church or the com-
munity. Working side by side to accomplish a common goal for the good of others is a 
wonderful experience and a great opportunity to learn more about each other in a different 
setting. What better way to spread the love of God than by showing it first hand.   
 
In addition to devotion, fellowship, service and caring we ask that each group make it a 
goal to multiply or “birth” a new group. This is fulfilling the Great Commission (Matthew 
28:19-20): Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I 
have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.  Jesus 
commanded his small group of 12 to go out and make believers of others, to start their own 
“small group” to continue to praise God. So, we ask that a group stays together for at least 
a year to 18 months and then creates a new group by splitting the original group and filling 
the remainder of the open seats with new members. 
 
We introduced 37 new members to the congregation in October. Of those 37, many have 
joined GRACE Groups, a few joined the “Over 50 group”, while some joined music groups 
as a means of getting plugged in. Being involved means being a part of a church where one 
can worship God and feel like an important part of the fellowship of believers on Sunday 
and all the days in between. Small Group Ministries are a way to connect people to each 
other. Committees exist to do the work of the Ministry. We have other purely fellowship 
groups that are larger and event-driven. So, one might ask, “Why Small Groups?” They 
give us depth in our relationship with God (devotions), with others (caring fellowship), and 
with our community (service).   
 
My desire is to help each member, new or existing, find his or her unique spot at St. Luke.  
So, if you aren’t sure what that spot may be, please call me. I would love to help. �

��������St. Luke Lutheran Church 
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Builds 
with Habitat for Humanity 
�

Thanks to volunteers in the Spokane Lutheran community and 
Habitat for Humanity– Spokane, we have again been selected to 
receive a home-building grant from Thrivent Financial for Luther-
ans in 2009. Over the past five years, the national partnership 
called “Thrivent Build Homes” has provided homes for 15       
Spokane families who otherwise might still be living in inadequate 
housing conditions. This year’s grant will provide suitable homes 
for two more low-income families in Spokane. 
 
This year’s Thrivent Builds homes will be located at 4424 and 
4502 Mt. Baldy Lane in East Spokane. These two families will 
each put in 500 hours of “sweat equity” building other Habitat 
homes as well as their own. They will then purchase their home 
from Habitat at 0% interest. Habitat will re-invest their payments 
into future Habitat homes. 
 
As part of the grant, Thrivent Financial will contribute 65% of the 
cost of our two homes ($149,000), while area Lutherans are asked 
to support 10% of the project ($22,990). The remaining 25% will 
be generated by Habitat-Spokane. The grant also challenges the 
Lutheran community to get involved through volunteerism, requir-
ing 50% of the volunteers to be Lutheran and 25% of the Luther-
ans to be members of Thrivent Financial. 
 
Construction on our two Thrivent Builds homes will begin with a 
wall raising ceremony on Saturday, February 7 at 8:30 a.m. We 
need Lutheran teams for the morning and afternoon shifts.
