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O n Sunday, February 8 we held our Semi-Annual Congregational Meet-
ing. Most significant at this meeting we voted on the budget for our ministry 
for the year. Since not everyone was able to attend, we thought it important 
to share with you the outcome of that meeting – since it affects us all. 
 
Proposed, and passed, was a budget that presents a 7.7% increase over last 
year’s income (about a 5.4% increase over last year’s budget; which means 
we didn’t spend the whole budget last year). This is one of the most signifi-
cant increases we’ve made in years, and will require one of, if not the most  
significant increases in giving to be able to accomplish the ministry we’ve 
agreed to pursue. 
 
It is important to note that this budget, as significant an increase as it is, does 
not include any salary increases for any of the staff; not a cost of living  
increase, or any increase. So what’s contributing to such a significant  
increase? Most of the increase is due to the fact that last year we only budg-
eted four months for a youth director as we were in an interim period in that 
position. This year we are in a position of budgeting for 12 months, and 
that’s a significant jump. Unfortunately, it’s still very inadequate as we’re 
still only budgeting that position in at half-time (trying to increase to 2/3-
time next fall – the last four months of the year), when it desperately needs 
to be a full-time position. However, as you can see, it’s going to take  
sacrifice and effort for us to accomplish what we’re proposing, as it is. 
 
The budget, though a stretch, was unanimously passed by the quorum that 
was gathered. But it will take the whole community of us to be able to  
accomplish what we’ve proposed and passed. As one person said: “If every 
household    increases its giving by $10 per month, we’ll meet this budget 
without a problem.” For some, that may not be possible. For others, it’s far 
too little of a stretch. Times may be tough around us, but within, the ministry 
and the Spirit are strong. We pray that we may all rise to the occasion. 
 
May God bless us, that we may be a blessing to others.

A well-trained staff also helps the mothers with their parent-
ing skills. 
 
Miryam’s House is a residential program for women without children. Each woman has a room of her own 
and the support of a caring staff. Meals are shared. Living here for up to one year allows homeless women 
to get back on track in a supportive environment. 
 
The Women’s Hearth is a warm, welcoming day center in the city core. Here women can seek shelter from 
the streets, connect with services, take a shower, learn something new, express themselves through the arts
